Level I (beginner) 
participants must be able to swim/float without a flotation device.  Level II (intermediate/advanced) participants should have advanced knowledge 
of 4 competitive legal strokes and be able to continuously swim each stroke 8 lengths of the pool (200 yards).    The second clinic begins January
